the length of your repayment period. You must make your payments on time even if you have not received your repayment
schedule. If your payment is late or if you make a partial payment, you may be charged a late fee.

If you are unable to repay your loans because of low income, you should check out the Ontario Student Loans Plan Repayment
Assistance Program.
