OSAP Repayment Tips

As an OSAP borrower, your obligations are clear. In order to keep your loan in good standing, you have to be aware of and un-

derstand the terms and conditions of your loan.

During your time as a student, the interest on your loan is paid for you by the governments of Ontario and /or Canada. But, a
soon as you graduate or stop being a student, the interest begins accruing. You must repay your loan no matter what-your cir

stances.

You do have a six month grace period though. Repayment does not start the day after you leave school. Interest i$osuspended

this grace period. Pay close attention to it. Grace periods argedaitive. If your last day of school was February 4, 29d4dr,

grace period begins on February 5 and repayment would begin August 5, 2011. In the next newsletter we will talk more about

repayment.
